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Matt Morris Hits The Road This Summer 

Dates Scheduled with Ingrid Michaelson and The Mile High Music Festival

Matt Morris is hitting the road this summer performing songs from his hit album When Everything Breaks Open.  Starting on June 7th, Morris will be opening for Ingrid Michaelson.  Morris has also been confirmed to perform at the Mile High Music Festival in Denver on August 18th.  More dates will be announced soon.

When Everything Breaks Open continues to grab the attention of music fans and critics.  From start to finish the album is stylistically diverse and offers up music for all tastes. “[Matt’s] gorgeous "Someone to Love You" would sit nicely in Paul Simon's song catalogue,” reflects The Wall Street Journal, “"Let It Go" is a romantic piano ballad that brings to mind Freddie Mercury, while "Bloodline" is a spiraling folk tune with vocal support by Patti Griffin.”
Critical acclaim is something Matt receives a lot of these days.  Besides reviews and features in a number of nationally distributed newspapers and magazines including The Wall Street Journal, The Associated Press, People, Entertainment Weekly, and Billboard, Matt has also appeared on the Late Show with David Letterman, The Ellen DeGeneres Show, Lopez Tonight and CBS’ Second Cup Cafe.  Matt’s performance of “Hallelujah” with Justin Timberlake on the Hope for Haiti Telethon reached a reported audience of 83 million and topped the iTunes singles chart.  And at the 2010 SXSW Festival, Matt’s name made a number of “must-see” lists.

The performance at the Mile High Music Festival will mark Matt’s first concert in his hometown since appearing at the Bluebird Theatre in February.  The sold-out concert was one of the fastest selling shows in the venue’s history.  The Denver Post raved about the performance calling Morris  “a vocalist with a set of pipes that can only be considered a polished gift.”   
Before heading on the road with Ingrid, Matt will be heading to Asheville, NC to participate in HATCHfest - a unique festival that strives to inspire the next generation of innovators through mentorship, workshops and panels.  HATCHfest takes place April 15th through April 18th.  During the event, Matt – who has written songs for Christina Aguilera, Kelly Clarkson, Reba McEntire and Justin Timberlake, will mentor young musicians on the John Lennon Educational Tour Bus.  Matt will also perform an intimate solo acoustic show on Saturday April 17th at the LAB where he will be joined by HATCHFest Groundbreaker Frank Bell of Athens, GA who won a national competition to attend and work with Matt.
